Rector’s Column

Beloved in Christ,

A few days ago, I was in Maine, sitting in a sea-
kayak and gliding by a rocky shore. (OK, “lurching”
might be a more accurate description than “glid-
ing”!) The day was one of heavy fog, and the other
boats and the bits of the shoreline appeared in and
out of it like magic. Seaweed lay

and then must leave, returning to our land of sunlight and
air before the gates of water close over us and the way
home is barred forever. It reminded me of my childhood
year in Hawaii, when we waded in tidepools and lifted
sea-cucumbers, and watched the anemones wave like
strange flowers in a solid wind. What we were cultivating
in those tidepools was not so much knowledge as wonder,
an awareness that we are guests on this earth, part of vast
web of living organisms too complex to be grasped by
one human mind. So complex that tampering with any bit
of it is like pulling a string in a knitted sweater: we do not
know what will unravel, or how large the holes will grow.

In summer, of course, it is all around us, flaunting its
brightest finery: flowers, seeds, birdsong, dappled
sunlight running like water over the ferns between the
trees—the thousand thousand ways life perpetuates itself
for another year or another day. We benefit from this
grace each time that we draw breath from air which
plants have purified, eat a piece of fruit which has grown
from soil made rich by the work of worms and of insects
we will never see, wash ourselves in water we did not
make, and cannot replace. And yet, we experience this
grace—really experience it—only when we have eyes to
see.

And what those eyes are showing us is not pretty. Go
out Blackwells Mill Road, and you will find farmland—

limp upon the rocks where the water

lapped quietly on the shore. Por- Inside this issue

poises turned circles in the grey
water. Birds rested on rocks. Our 1
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guide reached down into the clear
water and emerged holding a green
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sea-urchin and a starfish. We passed
them around, admiring the urchin’s
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teeth, the starfish’s crusty ridges, the

little sucker-legs which held them to
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the rocks. Then we let them go.
It was an entrance to a magical
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world, a place we are allowed to
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glimpse, to enter—even for a time—
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some of the richest in the coun-
try—being turned into housing
developments every day. Go south,
or west, and you will find Ameri-
can states suing one another for
water. Go to Utah, and you will see
golf courses flourishing in deserts,
or to California, where they are
growing rice in theirs. Or go the
Gulf Coast and help families who
are still living in FEMA trailers
four years after Hurricane Katrina,
and consider the cost of develop-
ment in places nature wishes to
claim for its own.

It is hard to explain all this,
unless we are living in a state of
perfect disconnection from our
own understanding of what makes
our lives bearable, or possible.
Barbara Kingsolver recounts that
she went to a dinner party at a
friend’s house, and the friend was
serving raspberries in winter. Now,
I am firmly in accord with a
beloved parishioner who told me,
shortly before her death at the age
of one hundred and one years, that
“if there are not raspberries in
Heaven, I’m not going there!”—but
Kingsolver asked the question:
“Raspberries won’t grow in the
tropics, ...and they sure don’t keep.
So where would they come from in
the dead of winter?” Kingsolver’s
friend replied triumphantly:
“Zabar’s!”'

Yes, but..how did they get
there? Who grew them? In what
climate? These are increasingly
questions we can ignore only at our
own peril. We are pulling thread
after thread from that web of life,
and, for all its beauty, the fabric is
beginning to wear thin. We have
come a long way from Eden, from
the idea of living among and
serving and tending our fellow-
creatures. And for all that Scripture
says there is an angel with a
flaming sword barring the gate so
that we cannot return, I suspect that
if we tried, we would find that that
angel draws most of its power from
our own refusal to re-order our
desires. If we choose to remain
disconnected much longer, we may
be disconnected for good.

So savor this life this summer.
Cultivate wonder. Take time to

watch a blade of grass grow, or to
be still and admire the feathers of a
cardinal. Turn over a seed-pod in
your hand, and think about where
those seeds will go, to what shores
they will bring life. And give
thanks to the God who sustains this
earth which gives life to us. Then
help to sustain it: we are, after all,
made in the image of God.

Nor is this work un-connected
from the great work of Christ. It is
practice for the task of reconciling
the world. We cannot bring people
together unless we take time to
notice them. Last week, at General
Convention, the Episcopal Church
did a lot of work. I have printed the
Presiding Bishop’s letter about the
Convention in this Close Call, as
she is our leader, and her opinions
matter more than mine. But I want
to draw your attention, for a
moment, to Resolution D025,
“Commitment and Witness to
Anglican ~ Communion.”  This
resolution has already drawn a lot
of fire and commentary. It says that
we are glad to be part of the
Anglican Communion; that we
wish to participate fully through
mission and shared ministry and
through our financial support; that
we are committed to continue to
engage (along with the rest of the
Communion) in listening to the
experience of Christians who are
gay and lesbian; that we believe
God has called them to exercise all
kinds and levels of ministry in this
church; and that we don’t agree
with one another about how to
respond _ to these overlapping
realities.

Now, some people are saying
that this is a gauntlet thrown down
in the face of our more conserva-
tive brothers and sisters; others are
saying that we are being unrealistic
and trying to have it both ways. To
me, however, it seemed a remarka-
bly honest statement, and the image
that came to me was that of Christ
on the cross, trying to hold on to all
kinds of realities that do not
usually coexist, and refusing to let
go. With his feet, he pointed
toward the earth, toward this
beautiful, wrecked, continually-
graced world. With his head, he
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remained centered in the reality of
God’s heaven. His hands reached
out to the repentant thief and to the
bad one alike. And he stayed in the
center, refusing to let go, offering
himself and his witness to our God:
“Into your hands I commend my
spirit.” He did not show us how to
bring these truths together, but he
did show us never to let go. Hold
on to one another. Hold on to this
carth. Hold on to your friends, the
ones who light your heart. Hold on
to your enemy, the one you secretly
despise. Hold on, even—and
especially—when it feels that you
are being nailed on the cross of
conflict and of love. In that place,
you are entering the spirit of Christ,
who holds on to each one of us,
every day, offering us to God and
God to us, and simply refuses to let

BISHOP’S LETTER TO
THE CHURCH ON
GENERAL CONVENTION

My brothers and sisters
in Christ:

The 76th General Convention is
now history, though it will likely
take some time before we are all
reasonably clear about what the
results are.

We gathered in Anaheim, as
guests of the Diocese of Los
Angeles, for eleven full days of
worship, learning, and policy-
making. The worship was stunning
visually, musically, and liturgi-
cally, with provocative preaching
and lively singing.

Our learning included training
in Public Narrative, as well as news
about the emergent church, in the
LA Night presentation.

We welcomed a number of visi-
tors from other parts of the Angli-
can Communion, including 15 of
the primates (archbishops or
presiding bishops), other bishops,
clergy, and laity.

The budget adopted represents a
significant curtailment of church-
wide ministry efforts, in recogni-
tion of the economic realities of
many dioceses and church endow-
ments, which will result in the loss
of a number of Church Center staff
who have given long and laudable
service. Yet we will continue to
serve God’s mission, throughout
The Episcopal Church and beyond.
This budget expects that more
mission work will continue or
begin to take place at diocesan or
congregational levels. Religious
pilgrims, from the Israelites in the
desert to Episcopalians in Alaska
or Haiti, have always learned that
times of leanness are opportunities
for strengthened faith and creativ-
1ty.

As a Church, we have deepened
our commitments to mission and
ministry with “the least of these”
(Matthew 25). We included a
budgetary commitment of 0.7% to

the Millennium  Development

Goals, through the NetsforLife®

program partnership of Episcopal

Relief & Development. That is in

addition to approximately 15% of

the budget already committed to
international development work.

We have committed to a domes-
tic poverty initiative, meant to
explore coherent and constructive
responses to some of the worst
poverty statistics in the Americas:
Native American reservations and
indigenous communities.

Justice is the goal, as we revised
our canons (church rules) having to
do with clergy discipline, both as
an act of solidarity with those who
may suffer at the hands of clergy
and an act of pastoral concern for
clergy charged with misconduct.

The General Convention
adopted a health plan to serve all
clergy and lay employees, which is
expected to be a cost-savings
across the whole of the United
States portion of the Church. Work
continues to ensure adequate health
coverage in the non-U.S. parts of
this Church. The Convention also
mandated pension coverage for lay
employees.

Liturgical additions were also
included in the Convention’s work,
from more saints on the calendar to
prayers around reproductive loss.

What captured the headlines
across the secular media, however,
had to do with two resolutions, the
consequences of which were often
misinterpreted or  exaggerated.
One, identified as D025, is titled
“Anglican Communion: Commit-
ment and Witness to Anglican
Communion.” It
e reaffirms our commitment to and

desire to pursue mission with the
Anglican Communion;

e reiterates our commitment to
Listening Process urged by
Lambeth Conferences of 1978,
1988, and 1998;

e notes that our own participation
in the listening process led Gen-
eral Convention in 2000 to “rec-
ognize  that the  baptized
membership of The Episcopal
Church includes same-sex cou-
ples living in lifelong committed
relationships ‘characterized by
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fidelity, —monogamy, mutual
affection and respect, careful,
honest communication, and the
holy love which enables those in
such relationships to see in each
other the image of God’”;

e recognizes that ministry, both
lay and ordained is being exer-
cised by such persons in response
to God’s call;

e notes that the call to ordained
ministry is God’s call, is a mys-
tery, and that the Church partici-
pates in that mystery through the
process of discernment;

e acknowledges that the members
of The Episcopal Church, and of
the Anglican Communion, are
not of one mind, and that faithful
Christians disagree about some
of these matters.

The other resolution that re-
ceived a lot of press is C056, titled
“Liturgies for Blessings.” The text
adopted was a substitute for the
original, yet the title remains
unchanged. It
e acknowledges changing circum-

stances in the U.S. and else-
where, in that civil jurisdictions
in some places permit marriage,
civil unions, and/or domestic
partnerships involving same-sex
couples, that call for a pastoral
response from this Church;

e asks the Standing Commission on
Liturgy and Music, and the
House of Bishops, to collect and
develop theological and liturgical
resources for such pastoral re-
sponse, and report to the next
General Convention;

e asks those bodies to invite
comment and participation from
other parts of this Church and the
Anglican Communion;

e notes that bishops may provide
generous pastoral responses to
the needs of members of this
Church;

e asks the Convention to honor the
theological diversity of this
Church in regard to matters of
human sexuality.

I urge you to read them for your-




self. Some have insisted that these
resolutions repudiate our relation-
ships with other members of the
Anglican Communion. My sense is
that we have been very clear that
we value our relationships within
and around the Communion, and
seek to deepen them. My sense as
well is that we cannot do that
without being honest about who
and where we are. We are obvi-
ously not of one mind, and likely
will not be until Jesus returns in all
his glory. We are called by God to
continue to wrestle with the
circumstances in which we live and
move and have our being, and to do
it as carefully and faithfully as we
are able, in companionship with
those who disagree vehemently and
agree wholeheartedly. It is only in
that wrestling that we, like Jacob,
will begin to discern the leading of
the Spirit and the blessing of
relationship with God.

Above all else, this Convention
claimed God’s mission as the
heartbeat of The Episcopal Church.
I encourage every member of this
Church to enter into conversation
in your own congregation or
diocese about God’s mission, and
where you and your faith commu-
nity are being invited to enter more
deeply into caring for your
neighbors, the “least of these”
whom Jesus befriends.

The Food Pantry needs your

help. We are looking for help in the
following areas:

We need 8-10 people to volun-
teer for each hour we distribute
food, including:

—One to two to manage the flow
of clients into the pantry by
handing out numbers and keeping
them moving into the waiting area;
—One to two people to register
new clients;

—Two to sign in recipients; and
—Three to manage bag distribution.

Our August hours of distribu-
tion are as follows:

Wednesday, August 12, 6-7 p.m.
Wednesday, August 19, 6-7 p.m.
Friday, August 21, 9-10 a.m.
Saturday, August 22, 10:30-11:30 a.m.
Wednesday, August 26, 6-7 p.m.
Friday, August 28, 9-10 a.m.
Saturday, August 29, 10:30-11:30 a.m.

We need people willing to make
up bags for distribution. We
distribute approximately 150 bags
each hour of operation. This
requires a minimum of 12 hours of
bagging. Three people can make up
25 bags in one hour. Our bagging
operations are Wednesdays before
distribution from 1-6 p.m., Thurs-
day evenings before Friday
distribution from 6-9 p.m., and
Saturday mornings before distribu-
tion from 9-10:30 a.m.

We are looking for used chil-
dren’s books to donate to the
children of clients. Also household
goods, and baby toys and equip-
ment. We’ve had generous dona-
tions of good, clean, wearable
items for people of all ages. We
need help shelving and hanging
these items in one room.

Anyone interested in working
with children during the Saturday
morning hours between 9 and 12
would be welcomed. We have
space for children but no activities.

The second Tuesday of each
month we receive one or two truck
loads of food (20,000 Ibs). It takes
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10-12 people to unload and shelve
these goods. We are in need of a
ramp to use on the stairs to the
pantry to ease the moving of
the food from the yard to the
pantry. We would like a commer-
cial one but 21 'x12” planks
approximately 12 feet long would
really be an asset.

Recruiting volunteers for the
unloading requires advertisement
in the form of posters—simple
printed ones announcing the date
and time, to be posted in
and outside of the Pantry. Also
a posting of the hours with
the exact date each month needs
to be created. This is a simple
task that can be done on a
computer and hung each month at
your convenience.

Each month we add between
100 and 150 new families to our
list of clients. In April we served
519 families representing 2,100
people; while in May we served
635 families with 2,500 people.
