Unafraid of 
asking questions and fac-
ing painful truths! How 
can this shape who we 
want to be?

She 
anticipated having all 
nomination slots filled by 
the end of the week. 

Music Committee Re-
port: Committee Chair 
David Burns submitted a 
written report.  
 

Interim Rector’s Re-
port: Fr. Hubbard submit-
ted a written report.   
 

     He discussed the idea 
of reaching out to inactive 
parishioners using a sur-
vey that was circulated to 
the vestry for review prior 
to the meeting. Mr. Burns 
suggested that the initial 
contact to these parishion-
ers should be via a phone 
call and not the survey. 
This suggestion was sup-
ported by Ms. Nwankwo.  
 

     Ms. Der Bedrosian 
suggested that the out-
reach should be done with 
a hierarchical approach:  
We could start with a sur-
vey in the pews followed 
by a phone call and then 
followed by mailing out 
the surveys. She also vol-
unteered to redraft the 
survey and to work with 
Fr. Hubbard to get a new 
draft ready.  
 

     Fr. Hubbard proposed 
to have a first pilot of the 
survey on the Sunday of 
the annual meeting.

Parish Profile: Warden 
Edwards informed the ves-
try that according to the 
by-laws, the Wardens are 
to appoint the profile com-
mittee while the vestry 
approves the charge to the 
committee, which the war-
dens had drafted. Warden 
Ambos moved to adopt the 
draft charge as distributed, 
and it was passed with all 
in favor. Mr. Edwards an-
nounced that they had ap-
pointed Chris Brennan as 
chair of the committee and 
that they were working on 
getting additional volun-
teers who had web skills, 
writing skills, and survey 
skills. He also mentioned 
that they were still decid-
ing on what the scope 
would be for the two major 
committees. Vestrymem-
ber Andrea Hawkins asked 
whether there would be 
interim updates from the 
profile committee to the 
vestry during its work. In 
response, Mr. Edwards 
stated that he would act as 
a liaison between the ves-
