
 
Beloved in Christ, 
  

In a few weeks, we 
will enter the Season of 
Pentecost, which used to 
be known as Ordinary 
Time. I wish it still were; 
“Ordinary Time” is, for 
me, deeply evocative. 
Writing on the spiritual-
ity of the ancient Celtic 
Christians, Esther de 
Waal comments, “It was 
a practice in which ordi-
nary people in their daily 
lives took the tasks that 
lay to hand but treated 
them sacramentally, as 
pointing to a greater real-
ity which lay beyond 
them...allowing the ex-
traordinary to break in on 
the ordinary.”1  She 
meant that we can allow 
our everyday tasks to 
point us in a godward 
direction, making what is 
mundane into a threshold 
for the sacred. 

Like the Jews of 
Christ’s time, Celts had a 
blessing for everything. 
For walking out the door 
in the morning: 
 

The love that Mary gave to her one Son 
 May all the world give me; 
The love that Jesus gave to John Baptist 
  Grant that I give to whoso meets me; 
May the Son of God  be at the outset of my journey, 
  May the Son of God be in surety to aid me; 
May the Son of God make clear my way, 
 May the Son of God be at the end of my seeking.2  

 

Or for sowing a field with seed: 
 

I will go out to sow the seed, 
In name of Him who gave it growth.... 
Father, Son and Spirit Holy, 
 Be giving growth and kindly substance 
To every thing that is in my ground, 
Till the day of gladness shall come.3  

 

Or getting dressed: 
 

Even as I clothe my body with wool 
Cover Thou my soul with the shadow of Thy wing.4  

 

Or even for washing one’s face! 
 

The palmful of the God of Life, 
The palmful of the Christ of Love, 
The palmful of the Spirit of Peace, 
Triune 
 Of grace.5

The Men’s Ministry met 
for Bible study on May 8th 
at 9:30 a.m., as we contin-
ued our study on the Ser-
mon on the Mount (as 
found in Matthew).  We 
are using a guide from the 
Lifeguide Bible Study, 
which has 12 sessions of 
reflection and questions on 
this very familiar story. 
We continued to study 
chapter 5, verses 17-20. 
The guide had us examine 
how Jesus’ words on the 
Old Testament could rein-
force our confidence in 
scripture. We discussed 
how rules and laws are 
important, especially over 
the long term to help peo-
ple model the proper be-

tually can drive people 
away from the Church. We 
then reflected on our most 
and least favorite sections 
of the Bible. The Psalms 
and the Gospels were the 
most popular and the lesser 
Old Testament prophets 
were least read sections. 
 

The next meeting of the 
Bible Study group is 
scheduled for June 12th   
and we will continue with 
Matthew 5:17-20.  Please 
feel free read the passage, 
and you can contact me if 
you would like the ques-
tions we will address 
ahead of the session. 
 

Update on the Fall Din-
ner: We have begun to 
plan for the Fall Men’s 

havior. And for leaders, it is 
valuable not to shift dra-
matically from the past, but 
build from it moving an 
organization forward. Jesus 
tried to clarify for the 
masses that He was not 
here to undo all that the 
prophets had predicted.  

 
We also talked about the 

risk that comes from human 
leaders who attempt to in-
terpret the Divine and use it 
to lead in a way important 
to the leader. This may be 
part of the cause why peo-
ple claim to be spiritual, but 
not religious. People are 
very sensitive to false 
prophets, and if they sense 
that the message becomes 
more about the leader than 
the word from God, we ac-

since beginning our jour-
ney at Le Puy en Velay in 
2007. Stage Two, in 2008, 
took us from Cahors to the 
Pyrenees, and during Stage 
Three, in 2010, we walked 
entirely in Spain, heading 
steadily west, accompa-
nied much of the time by 
wind, rains and mud.

May 10, 2011 
 

The regular vestry meet-
ing was held on May 10, 
2011. The meeting was 
called to order with a 
prayer at 7:30 p.m. in the 
Ross Room. 
 
Finance Committee Re-
port: Warden Donald Ed-
wards reported that the 
finance committee met 
with representatives from 
PNC bank to go over our 
investment performance 
and to find out about the 
possibility of investing a 
small portion of it in alter-
native investments. So far 
our investment has ex-
ceeded the benchmark and 
they will give the idea of 
alternative investments 
further thought. 
 

He noted that an email 
ballot was conducted with 
a unanimous vote by ves-
try members to approve 
the hiring of Lisa Keenan 
as an accountant to assist 
with training the audit 
committee members on 
how to conduct an 
“Assisted Committee Au-
dit”. Ms. Keenan is pre-
pared to start work at the 
end of May.  On motion 
by Warden Ambos, the 
vestry ratified the hiring 
of Ms. Keenan and au-
thorized the Finance 
Committee to proceed 
with the Assisted Com-
mittee Audit. 

Children’s Formation 
Report: Committee Chair 
Judith Kuldinow pre-
sented an oral report de-
scribing how many people 
and teachers/mentors par-
ticipated in Sunday school 
on a regular basis for the 
school year September 
2010 through May 2011. 
She noted that approxi-
mately 6 to 10 students 
are scheduled to be con-
firmed in June 5th and 
gave a mention of thanks 
to all the teachers who 
participated during the 
school year. 
 
Old Business:  Exterior 
Restoration Project:  
Warden Paul Ambos re-
ported that a walkthrough 
was done a week ago and 
that the project is substan-
tially complete, so we will 
be paying half of the ten-
percent retainage at this 
time. He informed the 
vestry that there was a 
problem with some of the 
glass panes of one of the 
tiffany lamps in the 
church and that it has been 
hard to find a size and 
color match for them de-
spite numerous efforts. 
The lamps have now been 
sent to a glass expert who 
says that we cannot glue 
and reuse the old glass 
due to the potential for 
them to shatter. She will 
try to find glass that will 
come closest in match by 
color, without priority 
given to the manufacturer 
or the glass texture of the 
originals. There is no time 

frame at present for when 
this will be completed. He 
also noted that there were 
a couple of other things 
that were left to be done: 
 
∗ Issues with some of 

the window restora-
tion were identified 
and will be fixed. 

∗ The arch stone on top 
of one the windows is 
deteriorated and will 
be replaced.  

∗ A second transformer 
will be installed for the 
chancel arch lights. 

∗ The south Cloister 
door facing the park-
ing deck is thinner 
than the other doors 
and so does not seal 
well when closed. 
Additional framing 
will be added to it to 
help it seal properly. 

∗ Some cleanup work 
around the church still 
needs to be done. 

 
Finally, Warden Ambos 

mentioned that because 
the downspouts were not 
done as specified the sub-
contractor is extending the 
warranty on the gutters 
and roof work from 18 
months to five years with 
the stipulation that if any 
of the gutters fail they will 
replace all of them. 
 
New Sign: The Evangel-
ism and Communications 
committee has not yet met 
around this topic. Art 
Erickson asked about the 
possibility of the property 
committee restoring the

notice display boxes that 
are around the property. 
The members of the Evan-
gelism and Communica-
tions committee gave him 
the go ahead to do minor 
work on them since the new 
signs will take a little while 
to select and install so any 
interim improvements to 
the notice boxes would be 
welcome. 
 
Under New Business, Con-
gratulations Letters to St. 
John the Evangelist and St. 
Alban’s: St. John the Evan-
gelist and St. Alban’s will 
be celebrating 150 and 90 
years respectively—Rector 
Meister asked for and     
received the unanimous 
approval of the vestry to 
send them formal letters    
of congratulations. 
 

The Rector informed the 
vestry that New Brunswick 
has a new trash system so 
we have to buy new trash 
cans and the property com-
mittee may have to pay for 
them since the city only 
supplies us with one trash 
can and one recycling can. 
 

The Rector mentioned that 
at the request of the Bishop, 
there will be a special collec-
tion for retired clergy and

Food Pantry Calendar 
We were pleased to be 

able to share our space with 
you for Coffee Hour on 
May 15th. The highlight 
was being able to recognize 
all the work done by Dick 
and Eve Johnson for the 
food pantry. It was a small 
recognition of all their hours 
of keeping food available to 
the New Brunswick Com-
munity—Eve’s coordination 
of the volunteers and Dick 
and Eve picking up the 
weekly food allocation from 
MCFOODs, and food sup-
plied by members of the 
parish. Thank you, Eve! 

 
We are an ever-active and 

growing part of the New 
Brunswick community and 
the Diocese of New Jersey.  
We have just established a 
network of New Brunswick 
food pantries, as well as a 
network of Diocesan food 
pantries. There are many of 
us who continue to support 
the food insecure in the 
state and New Brunswick.  
We are a Jubilee Ministry 
within the Episcopal Church 
and are recognized for the 
work we do. 

 
Here is some factual in-

formation that I rarely re-
member to share with all 
who support us: We pres-
ently spend $100 each 
month to have the allocated-
food from Hillside deliv-
ered. In addition, we pur-
chase food from Hillside at 
a reasonable price that is 
also delivered with our 
regular allocation. We sup-
plement the food from the 

State and Federal programs 
at about $800 each month.  
We continue to feed nearly 
2,000 people each month.  
It’s pretty amazing! We get 
protein (frozen meats, 
cheeses and eggs) through 
the government grants. We 
often add rice and cereal at 
the dollar cost. Anyone in-
terested in seeing this can 
join us on the second Tues-
day of each month at 8 a.m. 
when we unload truck(s). 

 
We have volunteers from 

the Parish, as well as peo-
ple outside the parish who 
are interested in or caring 
about the food problem. 

 
As a Parish, we seem to 

be committed to this issue, 
through your generous do-
nations of time and money. 
Without both we could not 
serve the numbers we do. 

 
Most of our clients are 

families of three, four, or 
five. One client recently 
said only his two-year-old 
daughter speaks English. 
It’s a problem because the 
rest of the family speaks 
only Spanish. I encouraged 
them to learn from their 
young daughter. The father 
agreed to try. 

 
We will continue with 

your support, prayers      
and time. 

 
Thanks to all who con-

In late May, as I write 
this, most years we would 
be nearing the end of the 
choral season. Pentecost

special music that morn-
ing by violinist Catherine 
Hunt.

This year we’re 
planning a festive service 
led by our Parish Choir, 
with special music by 
Benny Barksdale.

son, as well as Benjamin 
Britten’s Rejoice in the 

Lamb. This is a setting of 
a text by the 18th-century 
English poet Christopher 
Smart, in which the poet 
urges us to join with fig-
ures from the Old Testa-
ment to rejoice in God 
through all of God’s crea-
tion—specifically a cat 
named Jeoffry; a mouse; 
flowers; and every con-
ceivable musical instru-
ment. Smart, who also is 
the author of four hymns 
in the Hymnal 1982, may 
have suffered from men-
tal illness, and indeed, his 
texts can be strange and 
challenging. But in this 
work, he sets forth his 
self-identification with 
the suffering of Christ 
and his praise of God in 

c o m p e l l i n g 
verse. We look 
forward to 
sharing this 
with you. 
 
 P e n t e c o s t 
Sunday, June 
12, will mark 
the end of the 
choral season 
this year. The 
following Sun-
day, June 19, 
is Trinity Sun-
day, and we 
will begin the 
summer sched-
ule, with the 
two Sunday 
m o r n i n g 
Eucharists at 8 
and 10 a.m. 
That Sunday 

we will also begin Sum-
mer Choir. Each Sunday 
during the season Summer 
Choir will meet in the or-
gan gallery at 9 a.m. to 
learn a simple anthem 
which we will then sing 
during the 10 a.m. Eucha-
rist. For those of you who 
have had an interest in 
singing in the choirs at 
Christ Church, but haven’t 
yet taken the plunge, 
here’s an opportunity to 
try it out without a mid-
week rehearsal commit-
ment. Any and all are wel-
come! I look forward to 
seeing you then!

Now, some of these are 
quite elaborate, and could 
seem a bit obsessive, but 
the idea behind them was 
that we could erase the dis-
tinction between praying 
and living by making the 
things of our everyday life 
into a continual prayer, a 
whole and undivided offer-
ing to God. 

At bottom, these prac-
tices and others like them 
take seriously the Incarna-
tion of Christ—the crazy, 
life-giving idea that God 
could be found in the face 
of one human being, who 
ate normal food (and 
probably went hungry 
some of the time), ran 
barefoot in the grass, used 
chipped dishes and did or-
dinary work.  

If God could be found 
there once, in those humble 
things, then he can be 
found in such things again, 
in the work we do, the time 
we share, the moving of 
the lawn and taking out the 
trash—all the things which 
often seem too trivial or 
stupid or ugly to be 
brought to the living God. 
Nora Gallagher learned 
this as she cared for a dy-
ing friend: “God is inside 
everything, findable in eve-
rything... God is not too 

good to hang out with jet-
lagged women with cat-
litter boxes in their dining 
rooms, or men dying of 
AIDS, or, for that matter, 
someone nailed in humilia-
tion on a cross. God is not 
too good for anything.” 

This summer, I urge you 
to try on some of these 
practices—not in their full, 
complex forms, but in little 
ones, brief prayers as you 
go about your day: “God, 
be with me in all whom I 
meet”; or “Bless this work”; 
or “Help!”; or even “Thank 
you. Thank you, God, for 
what just happened, and for 
all the other good things it 
brought to mind. Thank you 
in everything, even in what 
I do not understand. Thank 
you still.”
